Treaty of Versailles Notes
Reparations:

1. 226 billion Reichsmarks in gold (around £11.3 billion), In 1921, reduced to 132 billion Reichsmarks (£4.99 billion).  Paid to France and UK from Germany.

2. Other forms, included coal, steel, intellectual property (eg. the patent for Aspirin) and agricultural products,

3. Finished in 2020

League of Nations:

1. Was formed, all signed on.

2. Meant to keep peace, prevent further World Wars.

Military Strength:

1. Germany forbidden to unite with Austria to form a larger Nation to make up for the lost land

2. German armed forces will number no more than 100,000 troops, and conscription will be abolished.

3. Enlisted men will be retained for at least 12 years; officers to be retained for at least 25 years.

4. German naval forces will be limited to 15,000 men, 6 battleships (no more than 10,000 tons displacement each), 6 cruisers (no more than 6,000 tons displacement each), 6 destroyers (no more than 800 tons displacement each) and 12 torpedo boats (no more than 200 tons displacement each). No submarines are to be included.

5. The manufacture, import, and export of weapons and poison gas is prohibited.

6. Tanks, military aircraft, and artillery are prohibited.

7. Blockades on ports are prohibited.

Guilt:

1. Germany accepts all guilt.

2. Article 227 charges former German Emperor, Wilhelm II with supreme offence against international morality. He is to be tried as a war criminal.

3. Articles 228-230 tried many other Germans as war criminals.

4. Article 231 (the "War Guilt Clause") lays sole responsibility for the war on Germany, which would be accountable for all the damage done to civilian population of the allies.

Land and Colonies

1. Germany lost all colonies (119)

2. Italy didn’t get what they were promised

3. Russia got back some of their land, other land went to create Poland, Finland, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania

4. AH was split, lost land to Poland

5. Balkans formed Yugoslavia

6. Ottoman Empire lost tons of land
