Concessives

1. Even though
2. Although
3. While
Usage: 

1. Concessives allow you to concede (acknowledge) an argument

2. This is useful because it makes your writing seem more balanced

3. It can also throw your opponent off-guard in a debate

Rule 1: Put the argument you want to concede next to the concessive
Rule 2: Put the argument you want to emphasize away from the concessive
Examples:

Practice: Who would win, narwhals or dragons?

Example: Even though dragons can breathe molten magma, narwhals would win because they are the unicorns of the sea.

Practice: Is war inevitable?

Example: Although many people argue that wars cannot be prevented, in fact, most wars could be prevented through diplomacy.
